Effective Communicators

Possess skills required to communicate fluently with speed and accuracy.

Clearly express thoughts, feelings and ideas in such a way that promotes the best
outcome.

Consider the needs of the audience (including self).

Analyse information and apply thinking skills in order to select what is relevant and
respond effectively and appropriately.

Problem solve.

Effective Thinkers

Thinking underpins all learning; there is no learning without thinking.

Thinking empowers and connects people with their world; their past, present and future.
Effective thinking makes a purposeful difference to self, others and the environment.
An effective thinker applies critical, creative and caring thinking. They are strategic and
reflective in their learning, making a purposeful and ethical difference as they engage
with their world.

Effective Citizens

are motivated to participate to the best of their abilities.

make a positive impact on themselves and their communities.
develop constructive relationships with others.

accept and respect the differences of others.

Effective Self Managers

Need to be prepared and organised for learning both physically and emotionally.
Show an ability to take control of their own learning and behaviour in a positive way for
themselves.

Are inquisitive learners that demonstrate motivation and self direction to their learning.
Knows when to lead, when to follow, and when and how to act independently. Can act
positively in response to others and context.

Able to defend and assert rights, interests, limits and needs (identity).
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Key Competencies

Key Competencies are taught explicitly throughout the school day and are
interwoven in curriculum contexts.

The diagram explains that while the key competencies have been defined
separately, in reality they need to work together to fulfil the school vision in the
context of a primary school.

Thinking

Learning how to think and the tools that enable effective and successful thinking outcomes are
valued and taught explicitly. The strategies that we use to make sense of the world and choices
about our own behaviours.

Using Language, Symbols and Texts

Understanding how to interpret and use language and codes which are used to communicate
within our society.Classrooms and learning experiences are literacy rich. Students have the
language of learning and can identify how, what and whom to communicate to and with.

Managing Self

To understand self and use this knowledge to strive for personal excellence.Students are taught
explicitly and given opportunities to be autonomous and contributing members of their groups,
classrooms and the school.Students are developing autonomy as learners and are active
contributors to their learning journey.
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Relating to Others

To develop a global view and consider their contributions to others.Students have the skills to
collaborate and learn with their peers. They are empathetic and understanding of others.
Students positively interact and engage with others.

Participating and Contributing

Actively using their skills and attitudes to make valuable contributions.Students understand the
strengths and positive diversity they can bring to the collective. Practice the roles they can play
as a member of a community, be it friendships, sports teams, class,school, community.

Our Vision & Key Competencies

Effective Communicators

Communication links most closely to the key competency of language symbols and texts and as
such is largely knowledge based. We recognise that attitudes are important as they come from
beliefs and are articulated in action. These will be developed through the strands of effective
thinking, self management and citizenship.

Effective Thinkers

In order to ensure that student achievement is being addressed it is important that we have
assessment tools to monitor the progress of ‘effective thinking’ at Campbells Bay School.

As such, we will target 3 key areas that support the communication, self management and
citizenship strands of the school vision:

1. Finding information (questioning)
2. Communicating in a constructive manner (argument)
3. Opportunities for goal setting and self improvement (reflection)

It is recognised that a student’s working level will be influenced by the context in which they are
working. The school will work towards collecting summative data to identify trends, but not to
set goals for individual cohort or students.

Effective Self Managers

Managing self is about being in control of oneself as an individual while remembering that we
are always acting in a social context. Our expected outcomes are that students will use their
self management skills to enhance achievement in all areas of school life and as such this is not
an area that will be assessed in isolation.

Effective Citizens

Citizenship is demonstrated through active use of attitudes that have been identified as key to
enhancing the progress in learning and the social and emotional well being of students. We
recognise that this may be contextual and students may need different levels of support at
different times. Digital citizenship will be taught, valued and practiced alongside parents and
whanau as an essential competency to being a citizen at CBS and of the world.
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New Zealand Curriculum Principles

How do the NZ Curriculum Principles relate to the CBS context?

High expectations

The curriculum supports and empowers all students to learn and achieve
personal excellence, regardless of their individual circumstances

Students will be provided with learning experiences based on analysis of
student achievement data — both formative and summative. The school will provide
guidance in identifying gifted and talented students, acknowledging through this
process that students may demonstrate excellence in a number of different ways.

Treaty of Waitangi

The curriculum acknowledges the Treaty of Waitangi and the bicultural
foundations of Aotearoa New Zealand. All students have the opportunity to acquire
knowledge of te reo Maori me ona tikanga.

At Campbells Bay, we acknowledge that New Zealand is a bicultural society,
recognising Maori as indigenous population. Implicit in understanding the bicultural
nature of New Zealand, is that a culture can be defined at a physical, emotional and
spiritual level.

At Campbells Bay we are committed to providing students with educational
experiences designed specifically to assist students in understanding the principles
upheld by the Treaty of Waitangi.

Cultural Diversity

The curriculum reflects New Zealand’s cultural diversity and values the
histories and traditions of all its people.

At Campbells Bay, while we acknowledge that New Zealand functions as a
bicultural society, recognising the indigenous population, a multicultural recognition
must also exist, reflecting the particular cultural diversity of our school. Cultural
diversity is reflected in respect for and celebration of the individual.

Inclusion

The curriculum is non sexist, non-racist and non-discriminatory; it ensures
that students’ identities, languages, abilities, and talents are recognised and affirmed
and that their learning needs are addressed.

The Campbells Bay school vision guides students towards respect for and

inclusion in all students. The school is committed to planning events and
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programmes that include the potential for the inclusion of all students and seeks to
work with individuals to encourage the inclusion of all families.

Learning to learn

The curriculum encourages all students to reflect on their own learning
processes and to learn how to learn.

The implementation of the school vision ensures that students are equipped
with the necessary skills to learn to learn. The reflective element of the vision allows
students time to reflect upon their achievements and plan for future success.
Assessment ensures the monitoring of progress across a given year.

Community engagement

The curriculum has meaning for students, connects with their wider lives, and
engages the support of their families, whanau, and communities.

The school is committed to encouraging engagement with the school
community. Opportunities are provided for parents to engage with teachers
regarding the performance of their own children, and to seek further advice from
senior management representatives. The school will seek engagement with the
school community in a variety of forums, both on issues of curriculum and
achievement.

Coherence

The curriculum offers all students a broad education that makes links within
and across learning areas, provides for coherent traditions, and opens up pathways
to further learning

The Campbells Bay Curriculum is structured around shared understandings
of inquiry learning and the integration of key learning areas into the school inquiry
model. There is a rationale for instruction in each learning area with clear links to the
key competencies. The school is committed to ongoing induction and professional
development for staff to gain a thorough understanding of the intentions of both the
New Zealand Curriculum and the Campbells Bay Curriculum and to work
collaboratively towards continuous improvement.

Future focus

The curriculum encourages students to look to the future by exploring such
significant future-focused issues such as sustainability, citizenship, enterprise and
globalisation.
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Campbells Bay is committed to developing a future focus for the curriculum
through grand inquiries, student leadership opportunities and developing links with
local and government initiatives.

Curriculum Learning Areas

The Campbells Bay Curriculum outlines the rationale and structure for instruction in
the seven key learning areas: English, Mathematics, Health and Physical Education,
The Arts, Science, Social Sciences and Technology.

English at Campbells Bay School

English is most closely linked to the effective communicators strand of the school vision.
Students should be instructed through integrated units linking listening, reading and viewing and
speaking, writing and presenting with a focus on teaching communication for purpose and
audience through the use of ideas, language features and structures.

The Inquiry process should be embedded within the teaching of English through the use of
Lane Clark processes (e.g. Think InQ process, Author think)building success criteria. Students
learn through a balance of discovery and explicit teaching through clinics/workshops.related to
their assessment

Teaching objectives will be derived from the most recent analysis of student achievement data
and ongoing formative assessment. Explicit planning of all strands within English curriculum,
according to your teaching as inquiry and the needs of your students. Incorporating the KC'’s
into daily planning and management, which would incorporate communicators, thinkers,
self-managers and citizenship.

There should be evidence of latest school wide professional development within the classroom
environment.

Mathematics

Problem Solving

Mathematics at Campbells Bay School
Mathematics has at its core a strong connection with the “effective communicators” strand of
the school vision.

This core of skills should be instructed within real life, authentic problem solving contexts where
students will need to apply effective self-management, citizenship and thinking skills in order to
successfully achieve in the subject area.

Students’ independent mathematical learning will be based on problem solving contexts, rich
tasks and knowledge consolidation activities. Rich tasks are open ended questions and
activities that can have many possible answers that promote shared learning and mathematical
discussion.

All mathematical learning incorporates mathematical discourse between students, with
students, and of students. Mathematics is integrated where possible with natural links to the
grand inquiries conducted team wide. Where possible, mathematics learning is driven by an
inquiry approach, i.e immersion and ‘so what'’ learning.

Student ownership and awareness of their next steps in mathematics is paramount to the
teaching and learning of mathematics at Campbells Bay School. The school currently refers to
the research and strategies of “Effective pedagogy in practice” By Glenda Anthony and
Margaret Walshaw.

Science at Campbells Bay School

Science instruction should have a focus on giving students the opportunity to link the skills,
attitudes and values within the school vision. Campbells Bay School values science and uses
the learning process of inquiry as an engaging and successful learning framework to access
and acquire this knowledge. Inquiry skills and aptitudes support success in each strand. In the
early years of primary, science should focus on increasing science experiments, making sense
of the world we are in and building science vocational language.

The nature of science (being the overarching theme) should unify all learning. Within this,
students will be given opportunities to build on understandings in the following areas:

Understanding about Science

Learn about science as a knowledge system; the features of scientific knowledge and
the process by which it is developed; and learn about the ways in which the work of scientists
interacts with society.
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Investigating in Science

Carry out science investigations using a variety of approaches: classifying and
identifying, pattern seeking, exploring, investigating models, fair testing, making things or
developing systems.

Communicating in Science

Develop knowledge of the vocabulary, numeric and symbol systems, and conventions
of science and use this knowledge to communicate about their own and others’ ideas.

Participating and Contributing

Bring a scientific perspective to decisions and actions as appropriate.

Social Sciences
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Social Sciences at Campbells Bay School

Social Science instruction has a focus on giving students the opportunity to develop the skills,
attitudes and values within the citizenship and self manager strands of the school vision.
Contexts are drawn from the past, present and future, and from places within and beyond New
Zealand. Campbells Bay School values social sciences and uses the learning process of inquiry
as an engaging and successful learning framework to access and acquire this knowledge.
Inquiry skills and aptitudes support success.
